(A) By the Trade Contract the Employer has engaged the Trade Contractor to carry out the Works.
(B) The Employer has engaged the Construction Manager to manage the construction of the Development.

The Beneficiary is providing finance in connection with the Development.
(D)
The Trade Contractor has agreed to enter into this Deed for the benefit of the Beneficiary and its successors in title and permitted assigns.

OPERATIVE PROVISIONS:
1 DEFINITIONS AND INTERPRETATION
1.1 In this Deed, unless the context otherwise requires, the following words have the following meanings:
	“British Standards”
	means standards or guidance published produced or approved by the British Standards Institute.

	
	

	“Business Day”
	means a day (other than a Saturday or a Sunday) on which banks are generally open in London for normal business;

	“Codes of Practice” 

	any standard or code of practice or guidance note produced or published by any relevant local, national or international body including but not limited to the Health and Safety Commission, any relevant local authority or statutory undertaker.

	“Construction Management Agreement”
	means the agreement entered into or to be entered into between the Employer and the Construction Manager relating to management of the construction of the Development;

	“Construction Manager”

	“this Deed”
	means this deed (including any schedule or annexure to it and any document in agreed form);

1.2 In this Deed, unless the context otherwise requires:
1.2.1 words importing the singular only also include the plural and vice versa where the context requires.
1.2.2 words importing persons or parties shall include firms, corporations and any organisation having legal capacity.
1.2.3 a reference to a statute or statutory provision includes:
(a) any subordinate legislation (as defined in Section 21(1), Interpretation Act 1978) made under it;
(b) any repealed statute or statutory provision which it re-enacts (with or without modification); and
(c) any statute or statutory provision which modifies, consolidates, re-enacts or supersedes it.
1.2.4 a reference to:
(a) any party includes its successors in title and permitted assigns;
(b) clause is to clauses of this Deed and references to sub-clauses and paragraphs are references to sub-clauses and paragraphs of the clause in which they appear; and
(c) terms defined in the Trade Contract have the same meaning in this Deed unless the context otherwise requires.
2 CONSIDERATION
The consideration for this Deed is the payment of one pound (£1) by the Beneficiary to the Trade Contractor, receipt of which the Trade Contractor hereby acknowledges.
3 DUTY OF CARE
3.1 The Trade Contractor warrants and undertakes to the Beneficiary that it will comply with any and all of its obligations under the Trade Contract subject to the limitations of liability as further set out in the Trade Contract and for this purpose references to the Employer in the Trade Contract shall be deemed to be references to the Beneficiary.
3.2 The Trade Contractor warrants and undertakes to the Beneficiary that it has exercised and will continue to exercise all reasonable skill, care and diligence which may reasonably be expected of a properly qualified, competent and experienced Trade Contractor and appropriate professional designer acting in connection with works of equivalent type, size, character, value, scope and complexity to the Development and the Works.
3.3 The Trade Contractor warrants and undertakes that it shall owe a duty of care to the Beneficiary in respect of all matters which lie within the scope of the Trade Contractor’s responsibilities in the Trade Contract.

4 Consent To Security

4.1 The Employer hereby gives notice to the Trade Contractor that, pursuant to the Finance Documents the Employer has charged (or may charge in the future) by way of security to the Beneficiary its present and future right title and interest in and to the Trade Contract.

4.2 The Trade Contractor acknowledges notice of, and consents to, the security interest granted by the Employer under the Finance Documents over the Employer's rights under the Trade Contract in favour of the Beneficiary.

4.3 The Trade Contractor confirms that it has not received notice of any other security interest granted over the Employer's rights under the Trade Contract.

4.4 The Trade Contractor shall promptly notify the Beneficiary of any default, potential default or any other event that may result in the termination, suspension or rescission of the Trade Contract by the Trade Contractor.

5 NO TERMINATION WITHOUT NOTICE
5.1 The Trade Contractor shall not terminate the Trade Contract without giving to the Beneficiary at least 21 days’ prior written notice (a “Termination Notice”) identifying:
5.1.1 the proposed date of termination;
5.1.2 the ground or grounds for termination; 
5.1.3 all unpaid amounts invoiced by the Trade Contractor under the Trade Contract on or before the date of the Termination Notice; and 
5.1.4 the nature and amount of any sum or monetary claim due or asserted by the Trade Contractor to be due under the Trade Contract from the Employer in accordance with the terms of the Trade Contract (not already included within clause 5.1.3).
5.2 The Trade Contractor shall not suspend its obligations under the Trade Contract without giving the Beneficiary 21 days’ prior written notice (a “Suspension Notice”) stating:
5.2.1 the proposed date of suspension; and
5.2.2 the ground or grounds for suspension.
5.3 A Termination Notice or Suspension Notice can be revoked by the Trade Contractor at any time.   On any such revocation, the rights and obligations of the Parties shall be construed as if the relevant notice had not been given.
6 STEP-IN AND NOVATION
6.1 On or after receipt of a Termination Notice and/or a Suspension Notice, or upon termination of the Facility Agreement between the Employer and the Beneficiary the Beneficiary may (without prejudice to the Beneficiary’s rights under the Facility Agreement) give notice to the Trade Contractor requiring it to continue its obligations under the Trade Contract in relation to the Development:
6.1.1 confirming that the Beneficiary or its nominee is assuming all the obligations of the Employer under the Trade Contract; and
6.1.2 undertaking to the Trade Contractor to discharge all payments which are or which may subsequently become due and payable to the Trade Contractor under the terms of the Trade Contract.
6.2 Upon service by the Beneficiary of a notice under clause 5.1 the Employer and the Trade Contractor will enter into a novation agreement (in a form approved by the Employer) transferring the Employer’s rights and liabilities under the Trade Contract to the Beneficiary or its nominee in accordance with the provisions of this clause 6.
6.3 Where the Trade Contractor has given rights in relation to the Trade Contract similar to those contained in this clause 6 to any other person then if both the Beneficiary and any such other person serve notice under clause 5.1 or its equivalent, the following order of priority will apply:

· FIRST: the Beneficiary;
· SECOND: any other third party who has been granted step-in rights under a collateral warranty.
6.4 If there is any difference between the notice provisions in the Trade Contract and the notice provisions in this Deed the notice provisions in this Deed shall prevail.

6.5 The Trade Contractor acting in accordance with the provisions of this clause 6 shall not by doing so incur any liability to the Employer. 
7 COPYRIGHT AND LICENCE TO USE DOCUMENTS
7.1 The Trade Contractor grants and agrees to grant to the Beneficiary an irrevocable, royalty-free, non-terminable, non-exclusive licence to use and reproduce all designs, drawings, models, plans, specifications, design details, photographs, brochures, reports, notes of meetings, calculations, graphs, sketches, codes, data, documents and other written or recorded material produced by or on behalf of the Trade Contractor in connection with the Development (whether in existence or to be made) and all amendments and additions to them and any works, designs or inventions of the Trade Contractor incorporated or referred to in them for all purposes relating to the Development including (without limitation) the construction, completion, reconstruction, modification, extension, repair, reinstatement, refurbishment, redevelopment, maintenance, use, letting, promotion and advertisement of the Development, such licence carrying the right to grant sub-licences and to be transferable without the prior consent of the Trade Contractor provided that the Trade Contractor shall not be liable for any such use by the Beneficiary (or any assignee or sub-licensee) for any purposes other than that for which the same were provided by the Trade Contractor.
7.2 The Trade Contractor agrees:
7.2.1  on request at any time to give the Beneficiary or any persons authorised by the Beneficiary access to the material referred to in clause 6.1 and, at the Beneficiary’s expense to provide copies of it; and
7.2.2 at the Trade Contractor’s expense, to provide the Beneficiary with a set of all such material on Practical Completion.
7.3 All royalties or other sums payable in respect of the supply and use of any patented articles, processes or inventions required in connection with the Trade Contract shall be paid by the Trade Contractor. 
7.4 The Trade Contractor shall indemnify the Beneficiary from and against all claims, proceedings, damages, costs and expenses suffered or incurred by the Beneficiary arising out of or in connection with the infringement or alleged infringement of any copyrights, design rights, registered design, patent or other intellectual property rights of third parties by the Trade Contractor in the course of or in connection with the Trade Contract.
7.5 The Trade Contractor hereby waives (and to procure that any sub-Trade Contractors do likewise) all moral rights in the documents under Chapter IV of the Copyright, Designs and Patents Act 1998 or any re-enactment or modification of it.
8 PROFESSIONAL INDEMNITY INSURANCE
8.1 The Trade Contractor warrants to the Beneficiary that it has, or will take out, and will maintain for a period expiring no earlier than twelve years from the date of Practical Completion with reputable insurers carrying on business in the United Kingdom professional indemnity insurance of not less than £[▼] for each and every claim or series of claims arising out of the same originating event.
8.2 As and when reasonably required by the Beneficiary the Trade Contractor shall produce for inspection satisfactory documentary evidence that the insurance referred to in clause 8.1 is being properly maintained and confirm that payment has been made in respect of the last preceding premium due under it.
8.3 The Trade Contractor shall comply with all conditions and obligations of such insurance policy and shall immediately inform the Beneficiary if such insurance ceases to be maintained or ceases to be available at commercially reasonable rates and on reasonable terms.  The Beneficiary and the Trade Contractor shall discuss the best means of protecting the Beneficiary’s interests and the Trade Contractor shall if requested by the Beneficiary take out such insurance with such a limit of indemnity as is available in the market at commercially reasonable rates and on reasonable terms.
8.4 Any increased or additional premium required by insurers by reason of the Trade Contractor’s own claims record or other acts, omissions, matters or things particular to the Trade Contractor shall be deemed to be within commercially reasonable rates.
8.5 The Trade Contractor shall not knowingly do or omit any thing whereby the insurance policy for the time being in force may become void or voidable.
8.6 The Trade Contractor shall give notice to the Beneficiary of any claim arising under the insurance policy relating to the Development.
9 PROHIBITED MATERIALS
The Trade Contractor warrants to the Beneficiary that it has not specified for use, or permitted to be used, by or on behalf of the Trade Contractor in relation to the Development or any part or parts of Prohibited Materials.
10 EMPLOYER 
The Employer agrees that it will not take any steps which would prevent or hinder the Beneficiary from exercising its rights under this Deed and confirms that the rights of the Beneficiary in clauses 5 and 6 override any obligations of the Trade Contractor to the Employer under the Trade Contract.
11 CONCURRENT LIABILITIES
The rights and benefits conferred upon the Beneficiary by this Deed are in addition to any other rights and remedies he may have against the Trade Contractor including, without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing, any remedies in negligence.
12 ASSIGNMENT
12.1 The Beneficiary shall be fully entitled without the consent of the Trade Contractor to assign all its rights and benefits arising under this Deed at any time to any third party:
12.1.1 by way of a security or by way of re-assignment on redemption;
12.1.2 by absolute assignment to a subsidiary of the Beneficiary, or holding company or another subsidiary of a holding company of the Beneficiary (as those expressions are defined in s1159 of the Companies Act 2006; and
12.1.3 by absolute assignment on three other occasions only.
12.2 The Beneficiary shall notify the Trade Contractor upon each occasion that it shall assign this Deed.
12.3 The Trade Contractor shall not be entitled to assign transfer charge or otherwise dispose of all or any of its rights or liabilities arising under this Deed to any other party.
12.4 The Trade Contractor undertakes to the Beneficiary not to contend in any proceedings under this Deed that any person to whom the Beneficiary assigns or has assigned its rights under this Deed or any of them in accordance with the foregoing provisions of this clause shall be precluded from recovering therein any loss resulting from any breach of this Deed (whenever happening) by reason that such person is an assignee and not the original promisee hereunder or by reason that the Beneficiary named herein or any intermediate assignee of the Beneficiary escaped loss resulting from such breach of its interest in the same.
13 WARRANTIES
Within fourteen days of a written notice so to do by the Beneficiary the Trade Contractor shall use all reasonable endeavours to obtain from any sub-Trade Contractor or sub-consultant employed by the Trade Contractor in connection with the carrying out and completion of its duties under the Trade Contract a warranty or warranties (to be executed as a deed) in favour of any third parties (including the Beneficiary) for whom the Trade Contractor is required, under the Contract, to procure warranties from its sub-Trade Contractors or sub-consultants, such warranties to be in the same form as required under the Contract.
14 INDEPENDENT INSPECTION
The liability of the Trade Contractor under this Deed shall not be modified released or diminished or in any way affected by any independent inspection investigation or enquiry into any relevant matter which may be made or carried out by or for the Beneficiary nor by any failure or omission to carry out any such inspection investigation or enquiry nor by the appointment by the Beneficiary of any independent firm company or party whatsoever to review the progress of or otherwise report to the Beneficiary in respect of the Trade Contractor’s duties under the Trade Contract nor by any action or omission of such firm company or party whether or not such action or omission might give rise to any independent liability of such firm company or party provided always that nothing in this clause shall modify or affect any rights which the Trade Contractor might have but for the existence of this clause to claim a contribution from any third party whether under statute or at common law.
15 LIMITATION
15.1 The duties of the Trade Contractor to the Beneficiary under this Deed shall be no greater than the duties the Trade Contractor would have had to the Employer under the Trade Contract had the Beneficiary been named as the employer of the Trade Contractor in the Trade Contract and in any action arising under this Deed the Trade Contractor shall be entitled to rely upon the same defences as the Trade Contractor would be entitled to raise under the Trade Contract in defence of such claim (but, for the avoidance of doubt, not for this purpose taking account of any set-off or counterclaim against the Employer or any agreement to vary the terms of the Trade Contract or any waiver of rights under the Trade Contract as would prejudice the Beneficiary’s rights under this Deed unless the Beneficiary has given its written consent) provided always that the Trade Contractor shall not be entitled to raise any defence against a claim by the Beneficiary on the basis that any loss incurred by the Beneficiary is not a loss to the Employer.
15.2 No action or proceedings for any breach of this Deed shall be commenced against the Trade Contractor after the expiry of 12 years from the date of Practical Completion of the Development under the Contract.
16 NOTICES
Any notice provided for in this Deed shall be duly given if delivered by hand or sent by first class pre-paid special delivery or recorded delivery post to the party named therein at the address of such party shown above in this Deed or at such other address as such party may specify from time to time by written notice to the other party hereto and if sent by first class pre-paid special delivery or recorded delivery post it shall be deemed to have been received on the second working day after the date of posting.
17 LAW 
This Deed and any dispute or claim arising out of, relating to or in connection with it is governed by, and construed in accordance with, the laws of England.  All disputes or claims arising out of, relating to or in connection with this Deed shall be subject to the jurisdiction of the English courts to which the parties irrevocably submit. 
18 THIRD PARTY RIGHTS
A person who is not a party to this Deed shall have no right under the Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999 to enforce any term of this Deed.  This clause does not affect any right or recovery of any person which exists or is available otherwise than pursuant to that Act.
19 Anti-Bribery and Corruption 

The Trade Contractor warrants that it has and will continue to comply with all applicable laws, statutes, regulations and codes relating to tax evasion, anti-bribery and anti-corruption including but not limited to the Bribery Act 2010 and the Criminal Finances Act 2017. 
20 GENERAL
The provisions of this Deed shall remain in full force and effect notwithstanding the termination of the Contract.
